The deadline for submitting the Grant Proposal is February 13, 2008 at 2pm.  The United Way staff will not be reviewing submitted applications for completeness. Applications that are in-complete will not be eligible for funding consideration.  Organizations should include 9 copies of the Grant Proposal.  Late applications will not be accepted.  No exceptions.

Decisions:

Recommendations for funding will be made by the United Way of Central Kentucky Community Investment Team with final approval by the Board of Directors.  These volunteers study the needs of the community, with a goal of investing the money raised in the annual United Way campaign into programs and services that can demonstrate their ability to improve people’s lives.  The focus will be on programs that are vital to the well-being of the community, and are the best at what  they do.  
All proposals will receive written notification of the funding decisions by March 30, 2009. 
Please do not inquire to the United Way office about funding decisions prior to this date.
